Ginny has done a wonderful job of researching historic events and blending her characters into

them! They've inspired me to delve into the subject matters and read the documented truth which

she describes so well. However I'm disappointed that Ginny has included alternate lifestyles as

acceptable in this book; this was supposed to be a Christian series (she gives credit to God), but if

you believe in the Bible, then this is not acceptable. We are to love all people, but not excuse their



lifestyle, without telling them of God's redemption from homosexuality. I'd been recommending this

series to many friends but will have to go back and let them know so they can decide for themselves

if they want to continue reading. I'm sorry to have to post this, but it may help others to consider

whether to continure reading the series as well.
